3 Insert the label into the label sleeve and seal the sleeve.

1 Pallets shall be stored in the Can line warehouse only.

2 Test a sample from each pallet on the NIR, label according to protein results. Complete the following on the label.

3 Label each bag individually, ensure the bag range for that pallet is correct with the bag count.
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4 Wrap the finished pallet with plastic and place the completed Product Label inside the plastic shrink wrap.
