V PROCEDURE

A. Cleaning of floors
1. Clean floors per frequency defined by the Master Sanitation Schedule.  Monthly task sheets define tasks to be completed in the designated current month.  Task sheets are posted in various work areas. 
2. Remove and dispose of debris from floor surfaces.
3. Rinse the floor area with hot water.
4. Operator applies Pathoclean foam to the floors.
a. Operator to have in place all appropriate PPE such as safety glasses, face shield, green gloves, and apron.
5. Manually scrub floors thoroughly using a yellow bristle brush or powered scrubber.
6. Rinse the floor area with water.
7. Proceed to sanitizing step as defined below. 
B. Sanitizing of Floors
1. Thoroughly rinse the floors with cold water.
2. Prepare a solution of Ster-Bac Sanitizer by mixing 2 ounce of Ster-Bac concentrate with 2 gallons of cold water.  This blend ratio will create an 800-ppm quaternary solution. 
3. Add the above blended sanitizer solution to a 2.5-gallon pump sprayer and thoroughly spray the entire floor area with the Ster-Bac Sanitizer blended solution. 
4. Document completion of task on the Master Sanitation Schedule monthly task sheet for the designated current month.  Date and initial the monthly task sheet appropriately.
VI REPORTING

A.  Report any physical issues with floors to Production Supervisor and complete a work order for Maintenance.
