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1.0 PURPOSE

To prevent the ingress of pests and rodents in the plant.

2.0 SCOPE

The entire plant including the cafeteria, and the perimeter of the plant.

3.0 RESPONSIBILITY

The responsibility of implementing the pest control program lies with the QA Supervisor.

4.0 PROCEDURE

PLANT

4.1 Registered Pest Control Exterminator must be appointed to coordinate the pest control program for the plant.

4.2 Traps and bait stations must be placed in and around the plant.  Site map showing placement of these must be made available.

4.3 A bi-monthly inspection of the facilities must be carried out by Pest Control Company, along with alternating bi-monthly inspection to be performed in house of internal traps.  

4.4 Annual inspection by a qualified entomologist, by the pest company, or alternative reliable source.  
4.5 Upon completion, a report indicating the following must be made available:

· Findings of visit i.e. pest/rodents found in traps or bait stations.

· The quantity of chemicals used, if any.

· Details of any recommendations and corrective action.

· Any findings to be followed up in the event traps are found to have activity.  Increase of inspection to insure there is no further activity.  In the event of further activity, more traps are to be laid out until the source is identified. 

TRUCK

4.6 All incoming trucks must be examined for rodent and pest infestation.  If there is any sign of activity the product in the truck must be refused.

5.0 FREQUENCY

A bi-monthly check must be conducted by an approved pest control exterminator. 

6.0 RECORDS

The following records must be maintained:

6.1 Pest Control Service Agreement

6.2 Bi-Monthly report from the registered pest control exterminator which indicates:  

· Findings of visit i.e. pest/rodents found in traps or bait stations.

· The quantity of chemicals used, if any.

· Details of any recommendations and corrective action.

6.3 Map of the site indicating location of pest control devices.

6.4 Certificate of Insurance of the pest control exterminator.

6.5 State Registration of the pest control exterminator.

7.0 ATTACHMENTS
